Dear Parents of Soon to be Fourth Graders,

          To help with your school shopping we are enclosing a Fourth Grade Supply List.  We hope you will find it beneficial to have this early.  Target, Wal-Mart, and Toys-R-Us often offer great prices on school supplies throughout the summer.  Your child’s teacher will inform you if additional items are needed.
          A big part of the fourth grade math curriculum is for students to have a firm understanding and fluency of multiplication facts. Your student’s summer homework is to work to memorize the multiplication facts. Please use the attached timed test for practice. You may make as many copies as you like. Your child should be able to complete the timed test in 5 minutes to be considered fluent in multiplication facts.
Brand names are given to help clarify what is needed as well as identifying items that I have found to work the best. Please purchase whichever brand works best for you.
Fourth Grade Supply List:

· New International Version Bible - not the Readers Version
· Backpack

· Pencil box (small)

· 48 SHARPENED pencils made in USA or mechanical pencils with lead

· Pencil top erasers and a Pink Pearl eraser
· 1 pencil sharpener
· 2 red pens for correcting work

· 1 box of 24 crayons

· 1 box colored pencils, sharpened

· 1 set thin color markers

· 1 12” ruler (clear plastic with both inches and centimeters)

· Elmer’s all purpose white glue 

· 2 glue sticks 

· Scissors (Fiskars, sharp point)

· 6 dry erase markers. Bring as needed.  
· 1 eraser for white boards

· 1 large box of Kleenex to share with whole class

· 1 box of Ziploc baggies- girls bring gallon or sandwich size, boys bring quart size
· 1 composition book (non-spiral Mead type)
· 1 spiral notebook with at least 70 pages
· 1 box Crayola water colors with brush or any good quality water colors

· Binder paper (wide rule)

· 1 highlighter pen

· 1 container of hand wipes/diaper wipes (NOT surface cleansing wipes)

· 2 double pocket folders: one for binder paper and math papers, and one for school papers that we are working on in class
· 1 grade level book for silent reading (you will need to replace this book whenever your student is finished with the book). We will be reading our books almost every day in class.

· I have enclosed a copy of the formatted math paper. Please copy these for your student – he/she will need approximately 115 papers. Write their name – first and last- on the top of the paper before they are copied. I have found that this helps the students organize their math in an orderly manner. The students may keep the paper at home and just put a one week supply in their math book.

You may also bring a water bottle to class (water only). Please make sure it has a spill-proof cap.
